MINUTES
BROOKHAVEN BOROUGH COUNCIL WORKSHOP
JULY 25, 2016

At 7:00 PM Council Vice President, Denise Leslie, called the regularly scheduled meeting of Brookhaven Borough Council to order. The meeting was held in Council Chambers at the Brookhaven Municipal Center, 
2 Cambridge Road, Brookhaven, PA 19015. Ms. Leslie led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag and welcomed all present.

Mrs. Fooks was absent because of a family sports commitment, Mr. Wilwert was absent because he is in the process of clearing out the rental property he and his wife have occupied since the tree fell on their house June 23, 2015 to get back in his Brookhaven home that has finally been finished this week and Mr. LaPera was absent because of his employment. . 

PUBLIC DISCUSSION – None

SOLICITOR’S REPORT – Mr. Maddren

Mr. Maddren said that he provided a revised Peddler and Solicitation Ordinance to Mrs. Fooks. This was done earlier today.

MAYOR’S REPORT – Mayor Hess had nothing to report.

COUNCIL REPORTS

BUSINESS AND REVITALIZATION COORDINATOR, CHAIR ORDINANCE COMMITTEE, MEMBER CONDO ASSOCIATION, SCHOOL BOARD LIAISON, CHAIR TECHNOLOGY COMMITTEE, CHAIR GRANT COMMITTEE AND MEMBER POLICE COMMITTEE – Mrs. Fooks 

Mrs. Fooks was not present but e-mailed Mrs. McKinley to say she would have her report ready for the August 1 Council Meeting. 

CHAIR ARBOR/SHADE TREE COMMITTEE, LIAISON TO HEALTH INSPECTORS AND HEALTH OFFICER, MEMBER GRANT COMMITTEE, LIAISON TO THE PLANNING COMMISSION, MEMBER LONG RANGE DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE AND MEMBER FIRE COMMITTEE – Ms. Sawicki

Ms. Sawicki said the Planning Commission was cancelled because they received word that the Society Hill in Brookhaven project on East Brookhaven Road was cancelled by the developer.

CHAIR FINANCE AND INSURANCE COMMITTEE, CHAIR LONG RANGE DEVELOPMENT, MEMBER FIRE COMMITTEE, MEMBER CIVIL SERVICE COMMISSION AND CHAIR CONDO ASSOCIATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Linowski

Mr. Linowski had no report tonight other than an updated bill list will be presented for approval at the August 1 Council Meeting.

CHAIR EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT ADMINISTRATION, CHAIR RECYCLING/TRASH COMMITTEE, CHAIR FIRE COMMITTEE AND CHAIR POLICE COMMITTEE – Ms. Leslie had no report.
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CHAIR PUBLIC WORKS AND BUILDINGS, LIAISON TO HOLIDAY PARADE COMMITTEE, CHAIR COMPREHENSIVE PLANS, MEMBER TRAFFIC CALMING COMMITTEE AND MEMBER POLICE COMMITTEE – Mr. Donaway

Mr. Donaway said that the Middletown Township’s working hours for the Sanitary Sewer Project on their side of Dutton Mill Road have changed. Originally PennDOT said they could work from 9:00 AM to 3:00 PM. Now because of the SEPTA Train problems and more traffic on the roads, effective August 1 they will be working weekdays from 6:00 PM until 6:00 AM. They will make sure Dutton Mill Road residents have access to their driveways. 

Public Works Supervisor, Gary Thompson, has informed Mr. Donaway that they are finding all kinds of items that the trash hauler is not permitted to pick up, e.g., televisions, along the roads. A solution to that problem might be putting a dumpster into which Borough residents could dispose of the items. Maybe it could be behind the municipal center. 

In preparation for the colder weather, Mr. Donaway made the motion and Ms. Sawicki the second to authorize Catania Engineering to get 2016/2017 road salt quotes. Motion carried unanimously.

CHAIR  INSPECTORS AND FIRE MARSHAL, DEPUTY EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT COORDINATOR, CHAIR TRAFFIC CALMING, MEMBER TECHNOLOGY COMMITTEE AND MEMBER HISTORICAL SOCIETY COMMITTEE – Mr. Wilwert was absent.

LIAISON TO ZONING HEARING BOARD, LIAISON TO RECREATION COMMITTEE, MEMBER GRANT COMMITTEE, MAMEBER LONG RANGE DEVELOPMENT, and MEMBER CONDO ASSOCIATION – Mr. LaPera was absent.

ENGINEER’S REPORT – Mr. Catania

Mr. Catania reported that at the Brookhaven Municipal Complex there is a leak in the HVAC Cooler water line. He’s awaiting an estimate from a contractor to repair this problem. Notice was received from Chester Water Authority about fire line usage. The line was tested and no issue was found.

Regarding the Shoppes at Brookhaven, periodic site inspections are being done by Catania Engineering. Work progress shows the Edgmont Avenue widening is complete; site paving- base course is nearly complete, grading work has been done at the ball field, Giant’s roof and floor is up, LA Fitness’s foundation is done, the façade at Smashburger is progressing nicely and the block wall at Mavis Tire is also progressing nicely. Landscape material revisions have been requested. Mr. Catania distributed a revised plan for Council’s review. He will be bringing this matter up at the August 1 Council Meeting.

There was a clarifier drive motor failure at the Wastewater Treatment Plant. The motor had to be replaced.

The Wawa sewer issue has been rectified and PADEP was advised. Mr. Catania had contact with the Wawa manager and environmental representative.

Mr. Catania and Mr. Maddren will be working on the bid specifications for Trash and Recycling.

INSPECTORS’ REPORTS
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ZONING OFFICER – Mr. Hampton

Mr. Hampton said that there will be a Zoning Hearing on August 9 for the sign at Traditions at Ridley Creek.
The paperwork was completed on Friday when Ms. Mayberry and he finalized things.

Today Mr. Hampton had a meeting with Shop-Rite representatives. Everything is fine. Signs are going up. Since they do not have a permit for wine yet, that part of that particular sign will be covered up.

Lowes is looking forward to opening to the public before the end of August. 

Mr. Hampton told Mr. Maddren that he is looking at information on churches. There are some issues with Federal Statutes and religious land use. Mr. Maddren will get back to Mr. Hampton in the next few days.

FIRE MARSHAL – Mr. Leslie had no report. Will save it for August 1.

HEALTH INSPECTOR – Mrs. Warfield

Mrs. Warfield said she received a call about the conditions at 7 Seas in Brookhaven Shopping Center. The Department of Agriculture sent someone there and the Cruelty Officer also was there. They said there is no problem.

Mrs. Warfield said she goes to Court tomorrow on the Grandview Avenue problem.

Concrete was poured at 3464 Victor Avenue. Does not know who did it.

Shop-Rite will be food inspected.

PUBLIC DISCUSSION

Mike Ruggieri from East Garrison Road said earlier in the meeting Mr. Donaway mentioned a dumpster at the Municipal Center for recycling electronics and things of that nature. He spoke about Nether Providence’s drop off recycling center and the times it is available to their residents. He said if we want control the situation
maybe we should look into having the dumpster at the Public Works Facility so it could be locked.

Harold Hampton, 4433 Houston Street asked if the Borough could get some signs to put at the exit from Burger King on to Cambridge Road saying Do Not Block the Intersection. Also at Barlow Avenue as motorists turn right on to East Brookhaven Road we need the same sign there too. Mr. Donaway said he would look into this.

Ms. Denise told everyone to “stay cool”.

With no other business to come before Council, Mr. Linowski made the motion and Mr. Donaway the second to adjourn. Motion carried by unanimous vote.
